place was settled in favour of Robert

loughed off at Telecom leaving Owen
Elayes in second. Pressure built for
Hayes, as Barrable, Jensen, Ryan, and
McMahon queued up behind. Hayes
held on however, with Jensen getting
the best of his rivals for third place.

The rather small grid of GTs saw
Peter Faulkner starting from pole,
ahead of old rivals George Crozier and
John Keaney. Crozier seized the early
advantage in his Maguire Metro, while
Faulkner held Keaney behind. By lap
6, Keaney had forged ahead of Faulk-
